· Budgets-someone asked if the treasurer’s budget could be moved into the “general” budget. Treasurer said no problem, but she didn’t think the $50.00 she put down was enough because she spent more than that. Also should the Webmaster have a separate account from PI?

· A group said they were having trouble at their weekend and Monday meetings, stating loss of a recovery atmosphere at them. They asked if they should keep them open? It was suggested that it was important the doors were open for the addict still suffering, that maybe they could go to other meetings and ask for support.

· Point Of Turning asked if we could announce their Halloween Dance on Oct. 31st at our meetings.

· Clean time requirements- it was suggested that maybe the Area’s clean time requirements were too strict, maybe lowering the clean time to get more people involved in service. Some said; that it’s a sponsor-sponsee responsibility, we need to make being of service more attractive, requirements are there for a reason, addicts need to put their dues in to be ready for a commitment.

· Budgets- area’s prudent reserve should be lowered. Region’s prudent reserve is ¼ of their yearly budget. If area did that and our yearly budget is $5850.00 that would make our prudent reserve $1462.50. We need to support the region.
